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Beverly Hills Moves
Forward on Affordable

Senior Housing Project

Beverly Hills has taken a step toward
developing a 100% affordable senior
housing project on South Robertson
Boulevard. Last Wednesday, the City
Council approved entering into a one-
year exclusive negotiation agreement
with nonprofit developer West Holly-
wood Community Housing Corporation
to explore terms for a ground lease at
327-335 South Robertson Boulevard.

The vote was 4-1, with Vice Mayor
Craig Corman voting against.

The proposed project could include
50 units for residents aged 55 and older.
Preliminary plans call for a four to five
story building with a rooftop amenity
level, retail space on the ground floor,
and private parking. City staff estimate
that the development could cost approx-
imately $42 million, with the potential
to accommodate up to 80 units depend-
ing on final design and funding.

The agreement allows West Holly-
wood Community Housing Corporation
to demonstrate site control, with appli-
cations due December 22. Funding for
the project would come from a combi-
nation of public and private sources, in-
cluding low-income housing tax credits
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and state financing programs.

West Hollywood Community Hous-
ing Corporation, founded in 1986, has
developed multiple affordable housing
projects in the Los Angeles area, includ-
ing senior and supportive housing. City
officials said the organization was pre-
viously selected to develop an afford-
able project on West Third Street, but
site conditions, including proximity to
fault lines, limited feasibility.

The project will undergo further pub-
lic review before final approvals, with
city staff coordinating community en-
gagement to gather feedback on the pro-
posed development.

District Pulls Agreement
for Culturally Sustaining

Leadership Training

At Tuesday’s Board of Education
meeting, an item was pulled by Super-
intendent Alex Cherniss regarding a
potential agreement with HYA Educa-
tion Experts and Micah Ali that would
have provided professional develop-
ment, student programming, and parent
education focused “around culturally
sustaining leadership for responding to
race-based harm.”

The potential contract outlines a
multi-phase plan running from Novem-
ber through June 2027. Phase 1 of the
project, scheduled for November to
December at a cost of $18,000, is the
first component of the proposed work.
The full three-phase proposal totals
$175,000, with later phases subject to
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ers and passengers to wear seat belts on
every trip, regardless of distance.

Thanksgiving is among the busiest
travel periods of the year. In 2023, the
National Highway Traffic Safety Ad-
ministration reported 309 fatalities na-
tionwide during the holiday weekend,
with nearly half of those involved not
wearing seat belts.

“The Thanksgiving holiday is the start
of a special time of year for so many
people,” Chief Mark Stainbrook said.
“No matter how long or short your drive,
it’s important that drivers and passen-
gers wear a seat belt. We want everyone
to have a safe and happy Thanksgiving.
Please make sure everyone in your ve-
hicle is buckled before you ever turn on
the car, including children being in the
correct car seats, t00.”

California law requires children under
2 years old to ride in a rear-facing car
seat, unless they weigh 40 pounds or
more or are at least 40 inches tall. Chil-
dren under 8 must remain in a car seat
or booster seat in the back seat. Once
children are 8 or older, or at least 4 feet
9 inches tall, they can use a booster seat
or seat belt, but a safety belt is always
required. Parents and caregivers are en-
couraged to follow the “Five-Step Test”
to determine whether a child is ready to
transition out of a booster seat.
